The Maryland State Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday, January 23, 2019 at 9:00
a.m. at the Nancy S. Grasmick State Education Building.

Commission and an overview of each workgroups recommendations, as outlined in the draft report.

Senator Pinsky began the discussion with an overview and description of the Kirwan Commission’s
planning process and structure. Board members engaged moderators in discussion around each working
group and key policy areas to include teacher preparation, career ladders, finance, preK, school
reorganization, teacher preparation, professional development, and resources for at-risk students. Board
members also inquired about the governance and accountability recommendations and shared thoughts
and concerns about the purpose and need for an additional education policy governing body to provide
oversight and monitoring of the implementation of the Commission’s recommendations.
